Organizers: Municipal educational enterprise of additional children’s education, center for aesthetic children’s education «Children’s Theatre Center» (Petrozavodsk) under the auspices of Fund «Russkij mir», Ministry of education and Ministry of culture of the Republic of Karelia, Karelian regional branch of “Theater Union of the Russian Federation”.

Objective: Formation of conscious interest among young people to studying Russian language and oral culture on the example of Alexander Pushkin’s literary heritage.   

Terms of participation

1. Youth, studying Russian language, age 16 years and older from Russia and abroad. 

2. Festival-contest is conducted in 2 tours on the basis of the «Children’s Theatre Center».

3. Length of performance is not more than 5 minutes.

4. In the first round competitor declaims poem or fragment from Alexander Pushkin (free choice).

5. In the second round competitor declaims fragment from Alexander Pushkin’s «Eugeny Onegin» on the recommendation of the Organizing Committee. The organizing Committee informs competitor about his/her repertoire in the 2 round after receiving application.

6. Application should have full information according to the pattern. 

7. The organizing Committee makes visa invitation for participants.


Terms of the Festival-contest

1. Applications from participants are accepted until 1, August, 2011 via e-mail: admin@dtc.net.ru 

2. The organizing Committee informs about the repertoire for the 2 round until 15, September 2011.

3. Jury is comprised of representatives of founder, organizers, leading specialists in education, culture and art, mass media, writers, actors. Youth alternative jury also works at the contest and includes winners of previous contests of artistic word “Righteous word”.

4. Winners are defined on the basis of the contest’s results and awarded with diplomas according to ranks and prizes.

5. All participants receive diplomas and souvenirs. 

6. By the decision of professional or alternative juries special prizes can be established. 

7. Groups’ curators and teachers receive thank-you-letters and disk with the film about festival as well as methodological recommendations for classes on speech culture.

8. In the framework of the festival all participants take part in classes and trainings on speech culture, working in small groups or individually, master-classes for preparing Russian ball under the supervision of well-qualified specialists

Programme of the Festival-contest

October, 1 (Saturday) Meeting of participants in Saint-Petersburg. Sightseeing tour in Saint-Petersburg, visit to museum-flat of Alexander Pushkin. Transfer to Petrozavodsk by bus. Accommodation at Hotel.

October, 2  (Sunday) Sightseeing tour in Petrozavodsk. Registration of participants. Opening of the International Festival-contest of artistic word “Righteous word”. Rehearsal of the II round. Acquaintance party “Russian language without borders”. 

October, 3 (Monday) Contest declamations of  I round (according to schedule). Training on speech culture. Rehearsal of the II round. Preparation for the Russian Ball. Excursion «Fairytales of the North» («Dom kukly» - Dolls’ House).

October, 4 (Tuesday) Visit to the Museum of fine arts of the Republic of Karelia. Contest declamations of I round  Alexander Pushkin «Eugeny Onegin». Training on speech culture. Dancing classes as part of preparation for the Russian Ball. Performance in the Music theatre of the Republic of Karelia.  

October, 5 (Wednesday) Tour to Kizhi island “Russian North as a treasurer of traditions”. Rehearsal of closing ceremony of the Festival- contest and preparation for the Russian Ball. 

October, 6 (Thursday) Closing ceremony of the Festival- contest. Russian Ball. Transfer to Saint-Petersburg by bus.

   October, 7 (Friday) Excursion to City of Pushkin (Tsarskoe Selo Lyceum, the Great Catherine Palace)

October, 8 (Saturday) Visit to the Russian museum. Departure of participants.  

Organizational conditions

All participants of the festival arrive in St. Petersburg by themselves. Everyone pays the visa and medical insurance. In St. Petersburg, on October 1, 2011 at 11.00 participants meet representative of the Organizing Committee at the main entrance of the hotel "Oktyabrskaya" (Metro Station “Ploscshad Vosstaniya”, Ligovsky Avenue, Building 10 - at the intersection of Nevsky and Ligovsky prospects).
